Summary and terms of the call and  scheme: 
· In partnership with GCOM24, Myositis UK is offering 3 ‘speed funding awards’ of $15,000 USD (or equivalent sum in other currency) each, to 3 young researchers working in the field of myositis (clinical, basic, or translational)

· The funding call is open for all young researchers (clinical or non-clinical) who are involved in myositis networks or research communities
· The deadline will be 5th January 2024, at 5pm US East coast time
· Applications can be for any type of myositis (DM, PM, IMNM, IBM, JDM or other)

· Applicants should be PhD/MD students or post-doctoral, clinical or equivalent fellows; if they are after PhD/MD, they should have completed their PhD/MD (or equivalent) within the last 5 years (years away for family or parental leave should not be counted)
· Applicants can be from any background (including any clinical, health care professional and non-clinical researchers) with no geographical limitations

· Applicants should apply by filling in this application form and attaching a short CV / resume 
· Applications will be sent for independent review and will be scored in time to invite the top 6 applicants to attend the upcoming GCOM meeting in March 2024
· The top 6 applicants will speak at the upcoming GCOM meeting where the top 3 will be chosen for award 

· The grants will be paid to the applicant’s University or Hospital (not to an individual)
· If the work involves human samples, data, or animal work, applicants may be asked to provide evidence that all approvals are in place before money can be awarded

· The award can cover salary costs for the lead applicant, if required. Thus, a young researcher currently funded through research grant or fellowships may include part of their salary on this application
· Funding will not be available for salary of senior colleagues, or other Co-Is, or any who receive payment from their substantive employer and/or are in a permanent position 
· After an award is made, awardees will be asked to agree to terms and conditions of the Myositis UK award, including the acknowledgement of Myositis UK support in all papers, talks, presentations, and other forms of dissemination.  

· After an award is made, awardees may be asked to report progress to Myositis UK and iMyoS, provide updates for their website, or to present at future GCOM meetings.
